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Introduction

The educational program is a coordinated and organized package of courses comprising
procedures and experiences arranged as academic modules.

* Teaching and Learning Strategies: Strategies used by faculty members to develop
student learning; these are plans followed to reach learning objectives, describing all
classroom and extracurricular activities that achieve the program’s intended outcomes.
